Moose Kerr School Parents/Guardians:  

The Office of the Chief Public Health Officer (OCPHO) is the lead in all matters of public health, and as such the 

Aklaivk District Education Authority and the Beaufort Delta Divisional Education Council are following the direction 

given by the OCPHO to keep Moose Kerr School closed January 10th through January 21st 2022.  

I want to emphasize that every school in the NWT has safety guidelines in place that were approved by the Office 

of the Chief Public Health Officer (OCPHO) and that these measures are in place to limit the introduction and 

transmission of COVID 19. I would like to acknowledge the efforts that our students, families and staff have made 

to keep schools safe thus far. Recognizing, however, that the COVID 19 situation has potential to grow, the 

OCPHO, has made the decision to temporarily shift to remote learning in Moose Kerr School in Aklavik. We are 

tentatively scheduled to reopen on Monday January 24th 2022.
